Kim Jong-un slams officials as
‘irresponsible’ over typhoon damage

Seoul, Aug 14 (IANS)
North Korean leader Kim
Jong-un has berated local
officials as being “irrespon-
sible” and “insensitive” over
their failure to prevent dam-
age from typhoon Khanun
that recently swept through
the Korean Peninsula, state
media said on Monday.

Kim made the remarks
during a visit to Anbyon
county, Kangwon province,
where river banks were top-
pled and some 200 hectares
of farmland were flooded
due to heavy rains brought
by last week'’s typhoon, ac-
cording to the North's offi-
cial Korean Central News
Agency (KCNA).

Khanun plowed
through South Korea for 16
hours on August 17 and dis-
sipated after reaching the
vicinity of Pyongyang the
next morning, according to
Seoul’s weather agency.

“He pointed out that
200-odd hectares of farm-
lands in Ogye-ri of Anbyon
county were flooded, entire-

ly due to extremely chronic
and irresponsible work atti-
tude of agricultural guid-
ance organs and party or-
ganisations in the region,”
the KCNA said.

Kim said the region suf-
fered more serious damage
than other typhoon-hit ar-
eas as provincial officials
were “insensitive” to state
measures,and he instructed
the officials to bolster the
government’s response to
natural disasters.

Before Khanun hit the
country, the North had
called <span class="txt-
hyper”>for all-out efforts to
minimise the potential dam-
age, saying the regime’s
economy could be dealt a
blow should it lack
preparation.In a rare move,
the North'’s official Korean
Central TV aired news alerts
late into the night in an
overnight broadcast on Au-
gust 17.1t also ran a night-
time weather program
when typhoon Bavi hit the
country in 2020.

NZ fortifies bread, flour with
folic acid against birth defects

Wellington, Aug 14
(IANS) All non-organic
bread-making wheat flour
in New Zealand will be for-
tified with folic acid from
Monday to prevent birth
defects.

The measure is to pre-
vent neural tube defects,
such as spina bifida. In New
Zealand, these occur in
about 10.6 per 10,000 live
births and are associated
with lifelong disability, Xin-
hua news agency reported.

With the announcement
that folic acid will be added
to bread-making flour, New
Zealand has joined more
than 70 countries that al-
ready require folic acid to be
added to a food staple to
prevent neural tube defects,
said Kathryn Bradbury, se-
nior research fellow at the
University of Auckland’s
School of Population Health.

Studies have shown that
folic acid supplements can
reduce the occurrence of

4‘ these neural tube defects

during pregnancy by up to
70 per cent.

Folic acid supplements
must be taken before con-
ception to be fully effective,
but more than half of preg-
nancies in New Zealand are
unplanned.

“Adequate folate intake
in pregnancy is also a health
equity issue,” said Louise
Brough, senior lecturer in

Nutrition Science at the
Massey University, adding
Maori, Pacific people,young
mothers and those on low-
er incomes are less likely to
take folic acid supplements,
especially preconception
due to high levels of un-

planned pregnancy.

A 2011 New Zealand
survey showed only one-
third of women consumed
folic acid supplements prior
to pregnancy.

Bread is an excellent ve-
hicle for providing folate as
it is widely consumed
throughout New Zealand,

with higher intakes among
those on lower incomes,
Brough said.

Fortification of bread
with folic acid became man-
datory in Australia in 2009,
and itis estimated that neu-
ral tube defects were re-

duced by 14 per cent
| among all women, but
by 74 per cent among
Aboriginal Australians,
she said.

There are also con-
cerns around “mass
i medication” and the
effects of higher folic
acid intake on other
population groups, Brough
said.However, she said flour
has been fortified with folic
acid in the United States for
over two decades and neu-
ral tube defect-affected
pregnancies have reduced,
without any demonstrable
adverse outcomes in the
population.”Folate, also

known as vitamin B9, is an
important vitamin that
many of us do not get
enough of,” said Associate
Professor Lynne Chepulis of
the University of Waikato.
There is good evidence that
folic acid supplementation
is still highly beneficial out-
side of pregnancy,such asin
reducing the risk of cardio-
vascular disease and even
some cancers, Chepulis said,
adding optimal folate levels
are needed throughout life,
but particularly,during peri-
ods of rapid growth. Emeri-
tus Professor Elaine Rush of
the Auckland University of
Technology called for con-
ducting a national nutrition
survey to enable the fortifi-
cation of bread with folic
acid toreach the target con-
sumers, such as women of
childbearing age, which can
also inform the fortification
of other foods, such as rice.

Over 2,000 war-era explosives
found buried in Cambodia school

Phnom Penh, Aug 15
(IANS) The Cambodian
Mine Action Centre (CMAC)
experts have recovered
more than 2,000 pieces of
war-era unexploded ord-
nance (UXO) buried in a
school campus in Kratie
province, an official said
on Monday.

“Within a three-day
period of operations on
August 11-13 at the
Queen Kosamak High
School in Kratie province,
CMAC’s Remnants of War
team has cleared 2,116
pieces of unexploded or-
dinances as the remnants
of war,” CMAC'’s director-
general Heng Ratana told
Xinhua news agency.

Those unearthed UXO
included 2,033 M79 gre-
nades, 63 DK75 rounds, 18
Fuze M48 shells,one H107
bullet and one B40 bullet,
he said.

“According to our ex-
perts at the site, there still
be many more pieces of
unexploded munitions
within this area,” Ratana
said, adding that the
school will be closed tem-
porarily for a few more

days for a clearance oper-
ation.

He said the explosive
munitions were discov-
ered after the school
cleared land to expand a
garden.

Cambodiais one of the
countries worst affected
by landmines and explo-
sive remnants of war
(ERWs).

An estimated 4 million
to 6 million landmines and
other munitions had been
left over from three de-
cades of internal conflicts
and a US bombing cam-
paign.

According to Yale Uni-
versity, between 1965 and
1973, the US had dropped
some 230,516 bombs on
113,716 sites in Cambodia.
According to the govern-
ment’s latest report, from
1979 to June 2023, land-
mine and ERW explosions
had claimed 19,821 lives
and either injured or am-
putated 45,205 others in
Cambodia. The Cambodi-
an government has vowed
to clear all landmines and
unexploded artillery by
