Iconic global sandwich chain
Subway heading for sale?

New York, Jan 13 (IANS) US-based global sand-
wich chain Subway, whose control has been held
by the families of its co-founders since its inception,
may be up for sale soon, with an estimated valua-
tion of over $10 billion, media reports said.

Layoffs begin at Ola, 200
employees to be impacted

has started to lay off 200 employees from its Ola
Cabs, Ola Electric and Ola Financial Services verti-
cals as part of the "restructuring” exercise.
