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“Improving corporate
sector performance6 and
sustained momentum in in-
formal sector should boost
manufacturing activity. Con-
struction sector growth is
expected to remain firm.
Services sector should con-
tinue to be resilient, with
strengthening domestic de-
mand. Early results from IT
firms suggest an improve-
ment in business activity,”
said Malhotra.

Amid global headwinds,
private consumption and
fixed investment supported
growth. “Net external de-
mand, however, remained
a drag, with imports outpac-
ing exports. On the supply
side, growth in real GVA, on
the back of a strong contri-
bution from the services
sector and revival in manu-
facturing activity, is estimat-
ed at 7.3 per cent in 2025-
26,” he noted.

EU, US trade deals to support exports
over medium-term: RBI Governor

New Delhi, Feb 6
(IANS) The recently con-
cluded India-EU free trade
agreement (FTA) and the
prospective India-US trade
deal, along with several oth-
er trade agreements, will
support exports over the
medium-term, RBI Gover-
nor Sanjay Malhotra said on
Friday. Services exports
should remain resilient, he
said during the RBI MPC
meeting which kept the key
policy rate unchanged.

However, “the spillovers
emanating from geopolitical
tensions, volatility in inter-
national financial markets
and shifting trade patterns
pose risks to the outlook,”
the RBI Governor added.

On the demand side,
the momentum in private
consumption is expected to
sustain in 2026-27. Rural
demand remains steady,
with improving agricultural

activity and rural labour
market conditions. “Recov-
ery in urban consumption
should further strengthen
with continued support from
GST rationalisation and
monetary easing. High-ca-
pacity utilisation, accelerat-
ing bank credit, conducive
financial conditions, and
government’s continued
emphasis on infrastructure
should give an impetus to
investment activity,” said
Malhotra.

He further stated that
several measures an-
nounced in the Union Bud-
get should also be condu-
cive for growth.

Going forward, eco-
nomic activity is expected to
hold up well in 2026-27.
Agricultural activity will be
supported by healthy reser-
voir levels, robust rabi sow-
ing, and improvement in
crop vegetation conditions.

US senators call for a probe into Elon Musk-
led SpaceX for potential Chinese links

New Delhi, Feb 7
(IANS) Two US Democrat-
ic senators, Elizabeth War-
ren (from Massachusetts)
and Andy Kim (from New
Jersey), have reportedly
urged the Department of
Defense (DOD) to conduct
a review of billionaire Elon
Musk-led SpaceX.The sen-
ators alleged that Chinese
investors have secretly ac-
quired stakes in the aero-
space maker, The Hill Re-
ported.

In a letter to Defense
Secretary Pete Hegseth,
the legislators raised con-
cerns about SpaceX, a ma-
jor contractor for the DOD.
They also cited recently
unsealed court records and
a ProPublica investigation
from March.

“These ties could pose
a national security threat,
potentially jeopardising key
military, intelligence, and ci-
vilian infrastructure, and are
at odds with the administra-
tion’s policies on foreign in-

vestment from countries of
concern in strategic indus-
tries,” the senators wrote.

A SpaceX investor, in
testimony that was un-
sealed in October last year,
shared that the company
had been aware of poten-
tial Chinese investment
since 2015.

As per the ProPublica
report, SpaceX allows Chi-
nese investors to buy
stakes in the company
through offshore accounts.

The investigation also

covered SpaceX execu-
tives’ decision to cancel a
$50 million investment in
the company’s stock from a
Chinese firm after news of
the deal broke.

The senators said the
extent to which the DOD
depends on SpaceX pro-
vides even greater reason
for concern. The company
has billions of dollars in con-
tracts with the department,
including a $5.9 billion
launch service contract, the
report said.  “The mere

proposition that an adver-
sary nation such as China
could have leverage and in-
fluence over a company
such as SpaceX, one that
underpins our national secu-
rity apparatus, is an unac-
ceptable risk,” the senators
wrote.  Both Warren and Kim
also expressed specific con-
cerns that the Chinese in-
vestors might use their influ-
ence to gain information
about nonpublic company
information to “undermine
US national security.”

$1.3 billion US investment in Balochistan's
Reko Diq mines raises deeper questions

New Delhi, Feb 7
(IANS) The Donald Trump
administration has un-
veiled ‘Project Vault,’ a $12
billion critical mineral re-
serve building exercise to
challenge China’s domi-
nance, which includes a
$1.3 billion investment in
Reko Diq mines in
Balochistan.This is the only
international project fi-
nanced under the initiative,
operated under the Export-
Import Bank (EXIM).

Reko Diq contains
some of the world’s largest
untapped copper and gold
deposits.

As per industry esti-
mates, the site’s reserves
at around 5.9 billion tonnes
of ore, including roughly
41.5 million ounces of gold.

The US State Depart-
ment said the investment is
intended to “reshape the
global market for critical
minerals and rare earths”,
which directly challenges
China’s dominance in the
rare earths sector.

China currently controls
more than 90 per cent of
global refined rare earth
output.

However, Balochistan
has long been affected by
insurgency and is current-
ly witnessing heightened
violence against the state.

Reko Diq sits at the
centre of this unrest, with

security risks worsening
since the US withdrawal
from Afghanistan in 2021.

For the Baloch popula-
tion, it feels like yet anoth-
er moment when the world
chooses minerals over hu-
man lives, according to a
recent article in EU Today.

The article points out
that Balochistan remains
one of the most militarised
and politically suppressed
regions in South Asia. For
decades, Balochistan has
witnessed enforced disap-
pearances, extrajudicial
killings, torture, mass ar-
rests, and operations car-
ried out by Pakistan’s
armed forces that have
devastated entire commu-
nities. In an environment
where human rights are
trampled, the claim of con-
sent for large-scale mining
projects by the "so-called
provincial government" be-
comes deeply question-
able, the article stated.

AEPC welcomes India-US trade
framework, textiles and apparel
sector to benefit

New Delhi, Feb 7 (IANS) The US trade agree-
ment framework represents a historic milestone
for India’s textiles and apparel sector, industry
leaders said on Saturday.On behalf of the entire
textile and apparel industry, Dr A Sakthivel, Chair-
man of the AEPC (the official body of apparel ex-
porters in India), welcomed the India-US joint
statement on the trade deal.

“The coming decade is poised to be India’s
decade in textile trade, as the country emerges
as one of the most preferred sourcing destina-
tions for global buyers,” he said in a statement.

According to Sakthivel, the India-US trade
agreement creates immense opportunities across
the entire textiles value chain and is expected to
generate substantial employment, particularly for
the women and MSMEs. Farmers in rural India
will also benefit significantly, reinforcing inclusive
and sustainable growth.

“The tariff eliminations and enhanced market
access arising from this agreement will greatly
strengthen the global competitiveness of the Indi-
an textiles and apparel sector, firmly establishing
India as the most reliable and trusted sourcing
hub worldwide,” he noted.

This will also address the issue of non-tariff
barriers to trade and reduce the compliance bur-
den and procedural delays leading to the faster
movement of goods to the US market.

Interim framework shows India
got best US trade deal compared
to others

New Delhi, Feb 7 (IANS) Although full details
are yet to emerge, the interim India-US trade deal
framework indicates that India has received ‘best
deal’ from the United States compared to others,
including all its neighbours.The trade deal unlocks
the power of two large democracies working to-
gether for the shared prosperity of their people,
giving unprecedented opportunities for farmers,
MSMEs, entrepreneurs, and skilled workers.

The uniform 18 per cent rate gives India an
edge over several countries in its neighbourhood
and the wider region. Many of those exporters face
higher barriers or less predictable access to the
US market.

The 18 per cent rate also narrows the gap with
Europe, which faces a 15 per cent tariff.

The US tariff on Indian goods comes close to
those being levied on America’s closest allies,
which include the United Kingdom (10 per cent),
the European Union (15 per cent), Switzerland (15
per cent), Japan (15 per cent), and South Korea
(15 per cent). Some of the countries facing the
highest tariffs from the US include Brazil (50 per
cent), Myanmar (40 per cent), Laos (40 per cent),
China (37 per cent), and South Africa (30 per cent).
The smaller difference improves the price posi-
tion of Indian products. It helps exporters in tex-
tiles, apparel, leather goods, chemicals, and en-
gineering items.

Coupang's interim CEO undergoes
14-hour questioning over perjury
allegations

Seoul, Feb 7 (IANS) Harold Rogers, interim
CEO of Coupang, returned early on Saturday af-
ter a 14-hour police questioning over allegations
he committed perjury while testifying before the
South Korean parliament in December.Rogers is
accused of lying under oath during a parliamen-
tary hearing from Dec. 30-31 on Coupang's mas-
sive data breach that has affected more than 33
million customers in South Korea, reports Yonhap
news agency.

He told lawmakers that Coupang conducted
its own probe into a Chinese national suspected
of involvement in the data breach and confiscat-
ed his laptop at the instructions of the National
Intelligence Service, South Korea's spy agency.

Police were expected to interrogate Rogers
about the allegations.

Appearing from the Seoul police investigative
headquarters in Mapo at 3:25 a.m., Rogers left
without answering questions from reporters.

Rogers has been questioned twice in a week
as police hone in on the data breach case belat-
edly disclosed by the U.S.-listed e-commerce gi-
ant in November.

Police will likely bring him in for another round
of interrogation over suspicions of a cover-up in
connection with the death of a Coupang worker
at a logistics center in 2020.

Rogers is expected to leave South Korea later
this month to testify before the U.S. House Com-
mittee on the Judiciary, as the committee is in-
vestigating what it has called South Korea's "dis-
criminatory targeting" of American companies.

India-US trade framework expands
market access for exporters in
both countries: Industry

New Delhi, Feb 7 (IANS) The interim tariff
agreement marks a significant development in the
US-India trade relations, potentially expanding
market access for exporters in both countries and
providing a stable and comprehensive trade
framework, industry said on Saturday.India and
the United States have finally signed an interim
tariff agreement aimed at reducing trade barriers
and strengthening bilateral economic cooperation.

“The framework was agreed upon in ongoing
negotiations to expand two-way trade and to lay
the groundwork for a comprehensive Bilateral
Trade Agreement (BTA),” said Rajeev Juneja,
President, PHDCCI.

Under the terms of the interim agreement, the
US will apply a reciprocal tariff rate of 18 per cent
on Indian-origin goods, which include textiles,
apparel, leather and footwear, plastics and rub-
ber, organic chemicals, home decor, artisanal
products, and certain machinery.

Tariffs on specific Indian export categories —
notably generic pharmaceuticals, gems and dia-
monds, and aircraft parts — are scheduled for
removal, contingent on successful implementation
and finalisation of the interim agreement, said
Juneja.

The United States will also lift certain national
security-related tariffs previously applied on Indi-
an aircraft and aircraft parts under steel, alumi-
num, and copper measures.

Based on the announced tariff adjustments,
several Indian sectors are expected to see posi-
tive trade effects. Reduced tariff barriers will im-
prove access to the US market for Indian generic
drug manufacturers. Gems and Jewellery sector
is expected to support exports from India’s cut-
ting and polishing industry, improving margins and
export volumes. Removal of tariffs on aircraft and
aircraft parts benefits India’s emerging aerospace
manufacturing, maintenance, repair and overhaul
(MRO), and component supply ecosystem.

Indian markets rebound this week over
India-US trade deal, RBI MPC decisions

New Delhi,  Feb 7
(IANS) The Indian stock
markets remained vola-
tile during the week but
ended with healthy gains,
after the announcement
of the India-US trade deal
sparked a strong recov-
ery, helping domestic in-
dices absorb the early

weakness following the
increase in securit ies
transaction tax (STT) on
derivatives in Budget
2026–27, analysts said
on Saturday.Bullish mo-
mentum resurfaced to-
wards the end of the
week with supportive glo-
bal and domestic triggers
outweighing initial Bud-
get-related concerns.

Sentiment improved
further after the RBI kept

policy rates unchanged
and revised i ts GDP
growth estimates up-
ward. As a result, the
benchmark indices —
Nifty and Sensex —
closed at 25,693.70 and
83,580.40, respectively.
